Lichtenstein and Rav Yehuda Amital.
The idea began to take shape with
the active and progressive help of
Dr. Moshe Green z”l who served as
the lynch pin with Zeev Schwartz,
Haim Zohar and Larry and Marsha
Roth. The first Kollel was opened in
Cleveland, and from then on, as the
idea grew, matured and materialized,
more and more Kollelim were
opened, more and more shlichim
were trained and sent abroad,
and more and more communities
approached the organization to
help them organize a Torah Mitzion

program for their community.
